Through the SAP process, students are directed to appropriate school or community-based
services. Working cooperatively, the school-based core team and community services personnel
assist the student and his/her family to receive the necessary help.

The SAP Core Team is comprised of a building administrator, two or more classroom teachers,
school counselors, social workers, and a school nurse. A district central office administrator is
also needed to mentor the program’s development.
